Under the contract, the FSS will provide training in a range of forensic 
disciplines, upgrade quality processes of the criminal and forensic labs, 
implement the latest procedures, and develop a DNA database. The contract, 
which is for two years, also includes the supply of DNA database software.
FSS International Business Director Alan Matthews said: “The FSS looks 
forward to working with the Abu Dhabi Police forensic laboratory in order to 
share our expertise and experience in a wide range of forensic disciplines, 
especially DNA.”
